Ministry Path in conjunction with
education through Unity Institute

The Association of Unity Churches International is the ordaining body for the Unity Movement.
The following is the admissions process and timeline for the Association’s Ministry Path program in
conjunction with education through Unity Institute. This program is combined with either Unity
Institute’s Master of Divinity (M.Div.) or Certificate Program. In a dual application process,
applicants must apply and be accepted into the Association’s Ministry Path program, as well as
applying and being accepted into Unity Institute’s M.Div. or Certificate Program. (Admission into
Unity Institute’s academic ministerial programs, M.Div. or Certificate, is a separate admissions
process done through Unity Institute.)

The following is an outline of the basic process for admission into the Ministry Path in conjunction
with education through Unity Institute only. Please note that if you have a degree, you may enter
either Unity Institute’s Certificate or M.Div. programs; if you are non-degreed, you may only enter
the Certificate program. Please contact the Credentialing staff of the Association of Unity Churches
International if you have any questions or would like further information.

Ordination is through the Association of Unity Churches International Ministry
Path Program and Academic education is through Unity Institute’s Certificate and
M.Div. programs. We strongly recommend that you not make any major life changes
until after you have been accepted into the program.
